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Continuing Education Requirements 
The real estate agent licensing continuing education requirements are established by the Maryland Real Estate Commission (MREC).  The required hours must be completed during the term of the license and 30-days prior to submitting a renewal application. Inactive Licensees must complete all hours due for each renewal period prior to submitting a reactivation application.

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All continuing education classes completed at a MREC licensed school will be uploaded by the school and posted on your education portal page in the MREC; which can be viewed by clicking on the “Verify Credits Earned” link.  It is your responsibility to verify that the classes have been posted. 
Best practice is to renew your license at least 72 hours prior to expiration.
